The
ltalian Department responsi-
ble for gaming, AAMS
(Self-Administration of State
Monopoly), issued on Fe-
bruary 9th a new provision
concerning 7A type (prize
machines, redemptions, efc)
and 7C type (videogames)
machines. The Financial
Budget 2005 provides that
also this kind of machines
must be homologated as
well as AWPs. As the draft
contains the technical pro-
cedures for homologation,
it has been already sent to
EU, according to the Direc-
tive 98/34/CE on notifica-
tion procedures. Waiting for the coming in force of that decree,
provisional licences should be required for all the machines in-
stalled for the first time. The validity of such licences will last un-
til the new provision will come in force. As without licence no
machines can be sold or bought, such solution has avoided a

stop in the market and granted a good development of Enada
